1. College information sheet – includes list of schools accepted to, intended major, career interests.
1. Acceptance letter from a college or university.
1. A copy of your high school transcript must be included with your application.

The application submission deadline is 11:59 PM May 19, 2023, to be received by the Kappa Youth Development, Inc. Late or incomplete applications will not be accepted.
